It’s free for schools to use
but some districts are blocking it
because it’s a game. UEN has done
extensive professional development
on this and teachers are highly
motivated to use it to teach History/
Civics.

The first game, Mission 1: "For Crown
or Colony?," puts the player in the
shoes of Nat Wheeler, a 14-year-old
printer's apprentice in 1770 Boston. As
Nat navigates the city and completes
tasks, he encounters a spectrum of
people living and working there when
tensions mount before the Boston
Massacre. Ultimately, the player
determines Nat's fate by deciding
where his loyalties lie.
